EACH BATTER WILL GET 6 PITCHES. IF THEY FOUL OFF THE 6TH PITCH THEY will be counted out.
3 OUTS OR SEVEN RUNS LIMIT PER HALF INNING

NO INFIELD FLY RULE

BUNTING IS NOT ALLOWED 
EACH TEAM ON DEFENSE WILL FIELD 10 PLAYERS CONSISTING OF THE REGULAR SIX INFIELD (1B, 2B, SS,3B CATCHER AND PITCHER) AND 4 OUTFIELDERS WHO MUST STAY IN THE OUTFIELD AREA UNTIL THE BALL IS HIT.

NO BAT RESTRICTION 

NO COACH IS ALLOW ON THE FIELD DURING DEFENSE
THE COACH PITCHING MUST PITCH FROM WITH IN THE CIRCLE. 

the coach pitching can not verbally or physically coach while in the pitching position.

teams can bat  10 batters or entire line up. also the team can bat one extra hitter (eh)   no dh can be used

OFFENSE TEAMS WILL BE ALLOWED 3 COACHES ON THE FIELD AND ARE AS FOLLOWED; ONE FIRST BASE COACH, ONE THIRD BASE COACH AND ONE COACH SERVING AS PITCHER.
on defence only one coach is allowed out side the dugout
ONLY 4 COACHES WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE DUGOUT AT ONE TIME.

EACH GAME WILL BE PLAYED IN 6 INNINGS OR A TIME LIMIT OF ONE HOUR AND 15 MINUTES.IF TIME EXPIRES DURING A INNING THE INNING MUST BE COMPLETED WITH THE HOME TEAM GETTING THEIR AT BAT IF THEY ARE BEHIND.

Time limit will be one hour and 15 minutes.

Extra innings in Pool Play and Playoffs:

The tournament will use the International Tied Breaking Rules.  Start the next inning with the batter who made the last out on 2nd base. Each team will get a bat until we have a winner. The home team always gets their last bat.

Championship games will not use the International rule. The game will be played until we have a winner.

Run Rule:
15 runs after 3 innings,and 8 runs after 4 innings. Home team always will get last bat if they are behind in the ball game. 

Home Team Determined by:

Pool Play coin flip. 

Play Off higher seed. 

Championship game higher seed. 

Dugout. First come, first served. 

Home team will provide official scorer .

Visiting team will provide scoreboard.

A full-use, double earflap batting helmet must be worn by every players while in the on-deck circle, when at bat, and/or on base. Also the pitcher must wear a helmet

All catchers must wear protective gear including the following: full-use dual earflap catcher’s helmet, mas, chest protector, shin guards and protective cup.

All changes must go through home plate umpire. 

Protest:
Protest will be ruled on immediately by tournament director and chief umpire. Rules can be protested, not judgment calls. $100.00 (cash) fee is required for protest! Protest Fee will be returned if call is changed. 

Courtesy Runner:
A team may use a courtesy runner for the catcher if he is on base when there are two outs. The runner must be the player that made the last batted out.. 

Ejection:
Coaches or Parents, Spectators ejected from a ball game will be suspended for 1 game. Suspended for next game played and cannot be within 300-feet of your game. Can be asked to leave the park. 
Parents causing problems can forfeit your game. 

Game Baseballs:
Game Baseballs:
Teams  must supply the umpire with two USSSA Baseballs to Start each game. If the umpire needs more balls during the game they will ask each team to supply them..
Playoff seeding in the following order: 

1) Winning Percentage (Win - Loss Record)

(2) Head to Head (When Only Two Team Are Tied That Have Played)

(3) Runs Allowed (Versus All Teams Played)

(4) Run Differential (Maximum +/- 8 Runs Per Game Versus All Teams Played)

(5) USSSA Points (Per USSSA.com)

(6) Coin Flip
